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Occasionally, a series of recordings will stand out in a discography that deserves special mention. Such is 

certainly the case with Bruckner  Orchester  Nagoya of Nagoya, Japan.  Since 1996, this intrepid 

ensemble has been slowly but consistently performing and recording the symphonies of Anton 

Bruckner.  

While I have very little information about the orchestra, it appears that they have an annual concert 

where (with few exceptions) Bruckner appears on the program.  To date, this is what the orchestra has 

accomplished:
