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CELLO: From Symphony No. 6 in A major, 1.

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FLUTE: From Symphony No. 8 in C minor, II. Scherzo, Trio.
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OBOE: From Symphony No. 9 in D minor, II. Scherzo
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CLARINET: From Symphony No. 9 in D minor, IV. Finale
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HORN: From Symphony No. 8 in C minor, I. Allegro moderato
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TRUMPET: From Symphony No. 3 in D minor, I.
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Bruckner generally used trumpets in F, but occasionally he also used trumpets in D.
