o the discovery of the St Florian period during the broadcasts that the Flemish Radio
devoted in 1996 to the 100 anniversary of Bruckner's death. | was i.a. impressed when
listening to the Requiem by H. Schdnzeler, the Missa solemnis by J. Jirgens - you
provide now the fans with a CD of it - and the Psalm 146 by W. Riedelbauch - you
provided me with a copy of your own CD transcription of it.
